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Theatre as Literature

Course Description
In a one-semester survey covering all areas of theater, students will study theater history from Greek to contemporary, dramatic literature, acting, directing, technical theater (costume, light, sound, and props design) and theater production (stage management, and other production roles). Students should be prepared to participate in creative activities and to attend at least one local live theatre performance (school, community, or professional). Assessments will vary - including written response, quizzes, on-line discussions, and a variety of creative projects.
