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World Literature: 2nd Semester Content
Course Description
The second semester of World Literature concentrates on literature which illustrates how outside forces such as environment, solitude, challenges, tradition, ignorance, carelessness, selfishness, and responsibility can combine in different ways and at different levels to affect human choices and the resulting consequences. The literature is placed into one of three units and includes the study of short stories, poetry and novels. Students will analyze and evaluate the works interacting through discussion groups and journals. They will develop their writing skills and analytical abilities through various writing assignments.
