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Algebra I: 2nd Semester Content
Course Description
The Algebra I: 2nd semester content covers the last half of Beginning Algebra.  In order to be successful in the course, a student needs to be proficient in solving linear and quadratic equations and possess strong factoring skills which are learned in the first semester of Beginning Algebra, although the course does begin with a review in factoring polynomials.   Students will learn to add, subtract, multiply, and divide rational expressions as well as solve rational equations involving both linear and quadratic equations.  This knowledge will then be applied to solve word problems relating two work and numbers.  The course includes a study of complex fractions, ratios, proportions, variations, radicals, complex numbers, and using the quadratic formula to solve quadratic equations.  Linear functions will be introduced by learning graphing techniques and the student will also learn how to write linear equations in two variables.  Systems of equations and methods of solving are explained and used to solve applied problems involving interest, mixture; distance, and more.  A sold understanding of Algebra 1:  2nd semester content will provide the basis for success in subsequent math courses.  There is a comprehensive, proctored online final exam at the end of the course.
