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Calculus and Analytical Geometry II (Math 231)
Course Description
This is a second course in calculus and analytic geometry, covering techniques of integration, conic sections, polar coordinates, and infinite series. The course is a dual enrollment course, meaning it can be taken for high school and/or potentially university credit. Students who do well in this course can apply for 3 semester credit hours for Math 130 from the University of Illinois by having their major tests graded at the University of Illinois, performing at the A or B level on those tests, and paying a University tuition fee of $250.
