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Geometry: 2nd Semester Content
Course Description
Geometry is the analysis of shapes and their relationships. Undefined concepts of point, line, and plane are the foundation of Euclidean Geometry. Students will learn to reason logically with deductive and inductive reasoning. Postulates, theorems, and definitions will be used in formal and paragraph proofs. Other topics include congruent triangles, quadrilaterals, parallelograms, arcs, and circles. Properties of similar figures and their proportions will be studied and applied to concrete problems. The relationships of trigonometric functions are an important part of this course and their uses will be applied to practical problems.
