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 Precalculus: 2nd Semester Content (Trigonometry)

Course Description
This is the second of two 18-week courses designed to provide students with the necessary skills for studying calculus and other college mathematics courses. This course reviews basic concepts in trigonometry. Students will learn about approximate values, trigonometric identities, graphs, equations, logarithms, vectors, complex numbers and polar coordinates. When appropriate, the course will relate trigonometry to real life applications. Basic computer skills are recommended.  Students will be expected to use a graphing calculator.
