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Chemistry: 2nd Semester Content

Beginning with the structure of atoms and molecules, Chemistry students will study atomic theory, the mathematics of chemistry, basic organic chemistry, acids and bases, oxidation and reduction, states of matter, environmental issues, sources of energy in food, and reaction rates and equilibrium. Along the way, they'll conduct chemical investigations, demonstrate the results, and develop a solid understanding of several universal scientific principles. This basic chemistry course is an essential step for further studies in all avenues of science. It also meets the prerequisites for AP Chemistry in high school or a 100-level chemistry course in college.
