Meteorology is the scientific study of the atmosphere and how it relates to weather processes and changes in the climate. In this one-semester course, students will research and discuss the atmosphere (composition and structure), clouds (formation and how they impact weather), precipitation (formation and types), severe weather (hurricanes, tornadoes, and El Nino), weather maps (reading and interpreting), and human impact (ozone layer and global warming).
