U.S. Government and Politics is a one semester Advanced Placement course and is the equivalent to an introductory, one-semester, college-level U.S. Government course. It is designed to comply with College Board recommendations for preparing students for an AP Exam in U.S. Government and Politics. The Apex Learning AP U.S. Government and Politics course is an innovative way for students to learn to answer these types of questions. The course covers the "nuts and bolts" of the American political system, and shows students how to gather and analyze data about political behavior and form theories about how and why our political system acts as it does. It's not a course about what is the best political policy, but about the structure and operations of the U.S. government and the behavior of the electorate and politicians.
