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Psychology

Course Description
Have you ever wondered why people do the things they do? Psychology is a fascinating scientific field that seeks to understand human behavior by examining what underlies who we are and how we act. In this 18-week course, students will examine and test major theories regarding methodology, biological bases of behavior, personality development, learning and memory, abnormal psychology and therapy, and social psychology. Students will learn proper research procedure and utilize the scientific method as they conduct their own (informal) psychological research.  Completion of this course will acquaint students with the major concepts, theorists, and terminology of the discipline, enabling them to better understand themselves and others.
