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World History: 2nd Semester Content

Course Description
World History follows the development of civilizations around the world from prehistory to the present. Students will explore how human-geographic relationships, political and social structures, economics, science and technology, and the arts have developed and influenced life in these civilizations. Students will investigate the major religions and belief systems throughout history; they'll also learn about the importance of trade and cultural exchange in World History. The content is based on the National Council for the Social Studies (NCSS) standards and aligned to state standards. 
The purpose of this course is to know how the people of various cultures and eras have responded to the problems that confronted them can help the individual student to gain breadth of personal judgment and insights into practical, political and personal action in today's world. Semester 1 focuses on: 

1. European exploration and the conquest of the Americas
2. American, French and Latin American Revolutions
3. The Industrial Revolution
4. Imperialism in Africa and Asia
5. The 20th Century including World War 1, World War 2, the Russian Revolution, the Holocaust
6. The New Age of Internationalism and the power structure of the current world.
