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AP Macroeconomics
Course Description

AP Macroeconomics is a one semester Advanced Placement course and is the equivalent of an introductory, one-semester, college-level Macroeconomics course.  It is designed to comply with The College Board recommendations for preparing students for the AP Exam in Macroeconomic which consists of 60 multiple-choice questions and 3 free-response questions.  AP Macroeconomics is designed to give students a thorough understanding of the principles of economics that apply to an economic system as a whole.  The course places emphasis on the study of national income and price-level determination.  The course develops student's familiarity with economic performance measures, the financial sector, stabilization policies, economic growth, and international economics.  Throughout the 15 units, students will have problems to solve, real-world economic situations to analyze, and two projects.  There is also a midterm and final exam.

In the “short-run,” this course will require time and energy, it’s an investment.  In the “intermediate-run,” your investment will begin to pay off when it’s time for finals and the AP exam.  For the “long-run’” you have the opportunity to earn credit and /or experience with college level work that will give you flexibility with your college program.  Keep your vision focused on the long run.
