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Latin II: 2nd Semester Content
Course Description
Latin II: 2nd semester content is an 18 week continuation of the material in the previous Latin courses, with an eye to becoming familiar with more complex constructions of grammar such as participles, infinitives, and comparison of adjectives and adverbs.  Readings in the course center around mythological topics adapted from the poet Ovid, as well as historical material adapted from Livy.  A more sophisticated writing level is expected, as well as a growing mastery of previous grammar.
