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Spanish I: 2nd Semester Content
Course Description
In this second-semester Spanish course, students will build on the language skills they have learned in the first-semester course, Spanish 1A: ¡Explorando Español! Students will once again through the use of video dramatizations learn the functions, vocabulary, and grammar that is targeted in each unit, and see and hear native speakers in various Spanish-speaking locations. Students can record and listen to their voices at any time as well as send audio files to their teacher for assessment. The required textbook, ¡Ven Conmigo!, allows students to practice and study Spanish away from the computer, and includes a Spanish-English glossary of all words used in the course.
