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Advanced Composition

Course Description
In this upper-level, advanced composition course, students learn the major steps of the writing process: pre-writing, drafting, review, and revision. Students identify audiences, generate topics, organize information, and develop effective writing techniques across varied genres. They also learn to give and receive feedback through the peer review process with their classmates. As their final project for the course, students choose their best work and assemble it in portfolio format. Basic computer skills are recommended.
