Course Description
English Literature and Composition is a 36-week (two-semester) Advanced Placement course and is the equivalent of a one-semester, college-level, English Literature and Composition survey course. It is designed for juniors or seniors who have demonstrated superior writing and analysis in advanced composition, English or literature courses. It complies with College Board recommendations to prepare students for an AP Exam in English Literature and Composition. In addition to preparing students for the AP Exam, Apex Learning's course prepares students for university courses in literature, composition, and creative writing. A variety of multimedia and interactive activities, interpretive writing assignments, and discussions with peers and instructors help students assess and improve their skills and knowledge. Special emphasis is placed on reading comprehension, structural and critical analysis of written works, and the recognition and understanding of literary devices. Students also gain insight through exposure to historical and cultural information about the authors and works they read. This course will be valuable to all students looking to become skillful readers and effective written communicators.
