Course Description
In the English II:  first semester course, students are introduced to the following genres of literature: nonfiction essays, the novel, short stories, drama, and poetry.  In each of the five units, students will read multiple pieces of literature, participate in online discussions, use analytical writing skills to closely examine the literary selections, and review basic grammar concepts – all designed to prepare students for the unit quizzes.  A final essay exam and final project are due at the end of the course.
